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What is Personhood? 

My 2 cents (a simple country Neurologist): 

 
Personhood is the condition of being a person: a relational being 
created in the image of God (imago dei) and named by God, who 

is sustained and will be eternally remembered ǘƘǊƻǳƎƘ DƻŘΩǎ 
Love and providence, with the potential to grow more in the 
likeness of God through an ever-expanding capacity for love, 

compassion and relationship. 
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Personhood 

 Is imparted 

 Cannot be gained or lost 

 Is not earned 

 Is sacred and carries inherent dignity 

 Is not dependent on productivity, morals, or cognitive ability 

 I am because God created me, sees me and remembers me 
eternally 
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Personhood 

 This concept of personhood has profound implications for the way 
we, both as individuals, and society regard persons living with 
dementia 

 It should call forth our finest and most compassionate efforts as care 
partners 

 It means that we never give up on persons living with dementia, no 
matter how far the progression, severe the disease, challenging the 
behavior, etc.

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 Dementia is best understood as an interplay between neurological 
impairment and psychological factors (especially the social context of the 
environment of care) 

 The PWD exists in a state of relative well-being or ill-being, based on not 
only neuropathology but also the degree to which the following needs are 
met in an affirming social context (personhood is in part maintained 
through relationships):
